We efficiently use food via smart
purchasing, inventory control & storage

We prioritize buying local, organic, non-
GMO foods

We distribute ‘leftover’ food according
to local health guidelines to the needy

We distribute raw food waste to
animals according to health guidelines

We compost other food waste instead
of entering landfill

Energy

We perform energy audit of existing
buildings with help of local agencies

We switch to CFL or LED lights, put
lights and machines on timers or
motion sensors, or turn off when notin
use

We have installed smart thermostats

We minimize dryer use and utilize wind
and sunlight

We promote fuel-free transportation
such as walking and biking

We use public transportation
whenever feasible; carpool, combine

Waste Management

Energy

We install solar panels or change to a
renewable provider

We maintain energy efficiency of
existing buildings through upgrades

We plan for energy efficiency and
LEED certification where applicable, in
the construction of all new buildings

Waste Management

We use only steel plates or banana
leaves for serving food

We use methane gas digester to
generate bioenergy from organic food
